    Domingo Faustino Sarmiento, (born February 14, 1811, San Juan, Viceroyalty 
of the Río de la Plata [now in Argentina]—died September 11, 1888,Asunción, 
Paraguay), educator, statesman, and writer who rose from a position as a rural 
schoolmaster to become president of Argentina (1868–74). As president, he laid the 
foundation for later national progress by fostering public education, stimulating the 
growth of commerce and agriculture, and encouraging the development of rapid 
transportation and communication. As a writer, he is best remembered for his 
sociological-biographical study Civilización y barbarie: vida de Juan Facundo 
Quiroga, y aspecto físico, costumbres, y hábitos de la República Argentina (1845; 
Life in the Argentine Republic in the Days of the Tyrants; or, Civilization and 
Barbarism), which is a plea for industrialization and urbanization as opposed to the 
culture of the gauchos of the Argentine pampas. But it is largely his loving depiction 
of the gaucho and the pampas that has made this book a classic of Latin American 
literature.
